The weather obliterated much of the Willow League programme as it reaches its final stages, with only the Plate match between Cardiff University Staff and GE Healthcare surviving.

Batting first GE Healthcare were pinned down by some tight bowling from Roger Grovesnor (2-4) and M Munday (0-5). Rupert Jones (13) helped to restore some order in partnership with Dave Powell (32no), before he fell to Pete Brabham (1-11). It was then left to Powell and Andrew Tatnell (11no) to see GE Healthcare to 75-3 at the close of their innings.

The GE Healthcare bowlers were never quite able to exert the same level of control as their University counterparts had, but spells by Pete Tatnell (0-9) and Ian James (2-11) kept the brakes on sufficiently for their to be some hope of defending the target. However, the change bowling couldn’t maintain any pressure and so R Martand-Singh (32no) and Saeed Aktar (19no) saw the Staff how comfortably.

With one round of matches left, the Shield looks to be controlled by South Glamorgan Education, who lead the group with 6 points, although there are sufficient outstanding results to keep the outcome of this competition fluid.

Matters are clearer in the Plate, where Cardiff Cavaliers control their own destiny. Win and they take the Plate. Should they falter, then the winner of Cardiff University Staff and Sevenoaks HiFi is poised to take over.
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
