A patient 17no from Andrew Tatnell was the top score in a disappointing total of 47-4, L Vincent (2-5) was the most successful of an impressive attack. Runs were not at such a premium as Education began their reply, with Neil Francis (19) top scoring as the target was chased down in just 8 overs. Consolation wickets for Thomas Gane (1-9) and Dave Powell (1-19) barely affected progress as South Glamorgan Education showed why they are still the team to beat this season. 
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
