The inclement weather again devastated the Willow League’s fixtures, not a ball being bowled in the final round of league matches, prior to the commencement of the Shield and Plate competitions.

The lack of play meant that South Glamorgan Education picked up the League title, sporting yet another unbeaten record and garnering 86 out of a possible 90 points in the 6 games they were able to complete; Cardiff Hockey were a whisker behind, also unbeaten but only able to accrue 81 points in the same number of games (the two didn’t face each other in the League, but perhaps a classic awaits when they face off in the Shield). Eclipse Print round out the top three, losing only once in seven matches completed. The remaining Shield contenders will be Cardiff Casuals, Chartered Trust and Rhiwbina, the latter sneaking past the first of the Plate contenders, Cardiff Cavaliers by just 0.2 average points. The Plate competition is filled out by Consmen, Cardiff Bay Barbarians, British Airways, Cardiff University Staff and GE Healthcare.
Despite so-so league finishes Chartered Trust and Consmen will contest the Cup Final, currently scheduled for 28th July
